Lent is a time of      

reflection and repentance. You will notice that the paraments in the sanctuary are all purple 

and will remain purple until Holy Week when they will be replaced with the black and then the 

altar will be stripped on Good Friday.

Sunday ð Easter Sunday  ð we will begin with a Sunrise Service  at 6:30am .  

 We will meet outside with a fire and readings and then we will process into the 

 sanctuary for the grand Easter service.  

 

There will be a Second Service  on Easter Sunday  morning at 9:00am  for those 

who prefer to attend at a later time. The service will begin in the sanctuary.  

 

Come to one of the Easter morning services and come and share breakfast   

together in the Fellowship Hall  between the two services.  

 

Wednesdays during the service we will hear from some of those closest to Jesus who will tell us 

a little bit about their life with him. Come and hear from Simon Peter; Dora, the woman at the 

well; Marah, the woman who washed Jesusõ feet; Nicodemus, the Pharisee; Stephanus, the 

Rich Young Ruler; and Judith, the servant girl at Ca²aphasõ house. 

 



On Sundays, we will present a sermon series on òMaking Sense of the Cross.ó òHow we      

understand the cross shapes how we shape and construct our life in the world. Although the 

way we understand the cross matters a lot, and although the remembrance and celebration 

of our Lordõs death and resurrection during Holy Week and Easter is the center of the   

Christian year, few of us pause to understand what it is, exactly, that we are remembering 

and celebrating.ó We will hear as two theologians discuss the cross; how it is written about in 

each of the four gospels and the theories that have existed since that day so many years ago.  

 

Come, listen, bring your questions, and your open heart. Be ready to learn something new 

and at the same time affirm some things you have always believed. òAt the heart of the cross 

is an element of mystery that canõt be resolved either easily or entirely.ó (Making Sense of
