
RULES FOR WEDDINGS AT ST. JOHN’S LUTHERAN CHURCH


WALLER, TEXAS


September 26, 2007

1) Nothing is to be placed on the altar.  No floral arrangements, additional candles, etc.

2) The pastor(s) of St. John’s Lutheran Church will preside at all weddings conducted on St. John’s property, unless prior approval is given to another pastor to perform the wedding.

3) No flash pictures are to be taken during the ceremony proper, defined as the time the bride reaches the front of the center aisle until the newly married couple walks back down the aisle.  No video lights may be used during the ceremony proper.  All photographers and videographers are to remain stationary and inconspicuous during the ceremony.

4) If any member of the wedding party is intoxicated at the time of the wedding or rehearsal, that person will be excluded from the wedding or rehearsal.  If the intoxicated person is the bride or groom, the wedding will not take place.

5) The use of alcohol is prohibited on church property, including all buildings, parking areas, and grounds.

6) Smoking is not allowed in any church building.

7) The wedding party and guests are expected to behave in a manner appropriate for a worship service.

8) Sanctuary furnishings are not to be moved.  Banners and altar cloths remain the color of the liturgical season.

9) Adhesives are not to be used in decorating the church or fellowship hall.

10) The Facilities Use Policy and Sanctuary Check-off List must be adhered to.

11) The pastor must approve all music played or performed before, during, and after the ceremony.  Music during the ceremony proper must be suitable for worship.

12) The throwing of rice is not permitted on any of the church grounds.  Bird seed may be used outside of the Fellowship Hall only.

13) If candelabras and/or a unity candle are to be used, precaution should be used to protect the carpet from dripping wax.

14) The pastor must have a valid marriage license in his or her possession prior to the ceremony, or else the wedding will not be performed.
